DUTCH SETTLERS. MANY MEN LEFT FROM LANSINGBURGH TO FIGHT IN THE REVOLUTION, AND
FOR A NUMBER OF YEARS AFTER THE WAR THE VILLAGE WAS AN IMPORTANT RIVER PORT AND
COMMIRGIAL CUNTER. LANSINGBURGH WAS THE FILRST INCORPORTAED VILLAGE (N THE STATE
or MEw YORK, INCORPORATED B8Y AN ACT OF THE LEGISLATURE APRIL 5, 1790. LANSINGBURGH
HAD MANY SOUCATIONAL AND CULTURAL ACHIEVEMENTS, INCLUDING THE LANSINGBURGH ACADEMY,
